Description of the Programme

The Diplomain Nautical Studies represents a level of qualification that recognises the ability to gain and apply a range of focused, specialised,
skills and understanding. Graduates of the diploma would be able to display competence in the application of knowledge in a broad range of
varied work activities associated withan international career atsea.

Career opportunities

The first line of employment may lie within ashipping company or with TransnetNational Ports Authority (TNPA),where the graduate
will enter the industry as a Deck Cadet, and on completion of the requisite sea-time, further study/trainingand ancillary courses, could one
day aspire to the command of an ocean-going vessel or work in a number of divisions within TNPA (including tugs, pilotage, dredging and
vessel traffic services).

Opportunities also exist with the South African Navy (SAN). However, the student will need to meet the stringent physical and
medical requirements of SAN. A graduate with the Diploma in Nautical Studies with sea-going experience can transit ashore into
a number of positions in areas such as surveying; technical management; education, training and development; and crewing
management.
